Of course,
they do not have a budget for this and would not be able to pay.
I am seeking supporters for these kids. They are not orphans
but rather kids that have been abandoned or abused or for
what ever reason fell through the system. We had several of
these kids with us last year and it was a great experience for
both them and us.

Please pray about supporting one or more of these teens. The
cost to support one is $269. Perhaps you cannot pay that but
could pay half ($134.50). It would be an investment in a young
persons life and could mean the difference as to where they will
spend eternity.

We began the month of May in Joelton, Tennessee. This was the
first time for us to be with Pastor David Royalty and First Baptist
Church. We had great services with many decisions being made in
all of the services. There were a total of 47 who came for
salvation.
